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Open access policy

Our journal recognizes the Open Access Policy for published content and supports the principles of free
dissemination of scientific data for general sustainable social development (CC-BY). This means that all
articles published in the journal are published on the journal's website indefinitely and free of charge
immediately after the next issue's release. Printed paper copies of the journal are also distributed and stored
in national libraries. Full-text online access to the journal's content can be accessed by visiting the "Archive"
section.

This policy aligns with the Budapest Open Access Initiative (BOAI) definition of open access.

The journal "Current issues of mass communication" is licensed by Creative Commons Attribution 4.0
International (CC BY 4.0). This license allows us to read, download, copy, distribute, print, cite, provided
that any use is made with the indication of the author (authors) and the journal, or refer to the full text of the
article in our journal.

Current Issues of Mass Communication does not tolerate plagiarism; the authors submitting articles
affirm that their manuscripts are original and have not been published previously. We check all submitted
manuscripts for plagiarism. Along with the manuscript, the authors send the cover letter which includes (1)
the consent to publish their article in our Journal and its electronic versions, as well as (2) the confirmation
that the article is not simultaneously submitted to other journals as well as its findings are not previously
published.

The Journal’s Editorial Board ensures that each manuscript is reviewed impartially, without regard to
gender, race, nationality, religion, citizenship, etc. of the author.

Peer Review Policy

All articles are "blindly" reviewed by independent experts appointed by the editorial board from among
experts in the relevant field of research. The editor-in-chief makes the final decision to publish or reject the
article, guided in his actions by the reviewers' conclusions. When submitting an article, authors may ask to
exclude from the list of possible reviewers no more than two scholars or two higher education institutions.

The peer-review process can take up to 8 weeks, depending on reviewers' workload and complexity of
the article topic. Finally, the editors inform the author about the experts’ remarks and about the decision to
accept the manuscript for publication or refuse to publish.

In case of a favorable decision of the editorial board, the author makes the appropriate corrections and
sends the editors the final version of the manuscript. When approving the content of the journal issue, the
editorial board is guided by the date of receiving the latest version of the article.

We expect potential reviewers to adhere to the principles of publishing ethics, understanding conflicts
of interest, confidentiality, and timeliness.

Publication ethics
We encourage each reviewer to familiarize themselves with the Ethical Guidelines for Reviewers,
approved by the Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE).

Conflict of interest
If the reviewer cannot be objective in evaluating the manuscript due to personal, financial, professional,
political, or religious issues concerning the author, he must refuse to review.

Confidentiality

A Reviewer that consented to a blind review of the material is not entitled to transfer this right to a third
party. If he cannot review for some reason, he must refuse to review and notify the editor.

The reviewer may receive advice from third parties, but he must notify the editor.

Manuscripts should not be shared or discussed with anyone outside the peer-review process.

It is forbidden for reviewers to contact the authors directly; the editor can only do this.

Timeliness

If the reviewer cannot complete the review on time, he must notify the editor within the allotted time.

The reviewer must agree to the review only if he can submit a review within an agreed period.

If the reviewer cannot complete the review for some reason, it will be ethical to suggest an alternative
reviewer to the editor.

Introduction

In some countries, the state has exclusive control over the media by dictating the terms of
public debate and setting more onerous statutory regulations under the guise of protecting the
audience from manipulation, potential harm or legitimate private interests, that may undermine
the journalistic practice and reduce media freedom, those countries characterized through limited
freedom of information or expression, restricting licensing of media system, violations of interna-
tional human rights conventions. While there is another indirect way used to impair journalistic
practice and media performance, through several barriers on journalistic association and syndi-
cate which strives to uphold the quality of journalism and support the responsibility of mass
media throughout fostering pluralism to acting as the fourth estate and providing a market for
ideas and opinions. In this vein, the Algerian media landscape experienced various attempts to
promote media freedom and independence, following the 2019 revolution, which resulted in the
adoption of a new constitution subjected to support various freedoms and diversity, coincidental-
ly with huge criticism from many academics and journalists, to Algerian system due to ineffec-
tiveness of reforms that appeared to uphold and support the journalistic practice, in contrast to the
shortcomings and the barriers that restricted their activity due to several inadequacies that's lead
us to propose this significant hypothesis; that journalistic associations and syndicates in Algeria
face a number of constraints and shortcomings, which have hampered their efficacy in improving
Jjournalistic activity in Algeria.

Literature review

Journalistic unions have striven to play unique and vital roles in promoting democracy in
communities around the world, historically. Journalistic unions and associations were formed to
help improve and protect media landscape by supporting journalist's activities and promoting
ethical standards. In 1879 the first journalism associations emerged in France. Whereas the media
that time endeavored to set journalistic organizations and syndicates to fill the gaps and the lack
of producing, practicing, and creating different media materials and support freedoms (Mahdi,
2022). This high level of responsibility towards journalistic practice led many media scholars to
consider journalistic unions as essential entities to develop media landscape in this way Petra
defined journalists’ unions and associations as entities that protect the labor, social and profes-
sional status of all employees in the media, through social dialogue, improvement of media regu-
lation and collective agreements (Petra, 2022). These entities have become influential actors in
the professionalization of journalistic activities, by empowering journalists to make their de-
mands publicly, share their ideas, promote, and obtain legal recognition for their profession. That
helped organize not only discourses and practices but also communication systems of solidarity
at both national and international levels (Florence, 2020). Most journalistic unions' initiatives that
seek to protect and strengthen journalists' rights and freedoms have frequently pursued similar
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goals around the world by developing emergency responses as relocating threatened journalists,
emergency funding, legal assistance, and safety training. In some cases, they have resulted in the
conviction of suspects in journalist murders, the release or imprisonment of journalists, and sig-
nificant public figures around the world. This could help retain the credibility and editorial inde-
pendence of the media. A beneficial impact of media associations on media freedom is the mod-
eration of state interference in the media field. A majority of press councils have been indeed
created to avoid some state regulation According to Kleinsteuber “this type of association is
working under the ‘shadow of the state’, meaning that all sides act under the threat that the state
may intervene if no compromise is found or public interests are seriously threatened” (Klein-
steuber, 2004).

Media associations and syndicates in Algeria: a hard path to freedom

Media associations and syndicates in Algeria began shortly after Algeria's independence in
1962, with the formation of the first union of journalists on July 11, 1964, this union was finan-
cially and ideologically supported by the Algerian government and the Algerian liberation party
FLN. However, the main purpose as mentioned in the union's fundamental law was to advocate
and assist the communist revolution by devoting journalists to publishing information that pro-
motes and raises public awareness of socialist philosophy (bin Bouza, 1996). Subsequently, in
1984, the Algerian system established the “High Council of Information” as the first media ac-
countability authority in Algeria, in order to strengthen and regulate public-sector media activi-
ties (Mostefaoui, 2013). This body's structure, which was clearly linked to the FLN's party
framework, specified its tasks as "to ensure the equality of the right to information for all citizens
in all parts of the country, as well as to defend the various components of the social group, espe-
cially the younger generation against any attack on national identity and values". This council
had a variety of responsibilities such as ensuring equal access to media for all Algerian citizens
and promoting the dissemination of accurate information that supports national unity and identity
(Badji, 2021). Meanwhile, many attempts to form journalist associations persisted. This time
with a number of independent journalists that were able to form the so-called free journalist's
movement on May 9, 1988, as a result of a loss of trust in the Algerian ex-union of journalists
(the latter had become more concerned with political and ideological interests rather than moti-
vated to support media freedom or journalistic practice). However, for the first time, Algerian
journalists highlighted the obstacles that impacted their practice, such as difficulties in accessing
information sources and several bureaucratic cases, as well as the arbitrary pressures by their
leaders in editorial officials, marginalization, censorship, with a slew of restrictions inside media
companies (Charef, 1989).

During Algeria's democratic prosperity at the end of the 1980s and the beginning of the
1990s, the journalistic movement contributed and enriched the discussion of media law, which
has been later enacted. In the meantime, due to various ambiguities and restrictions in it, the
press freedom movement urged the authority to review the citizen's right to objective, reliable
information, as well as the freedom of journalistic practice, and to ensure mass media independ-
ence. This period witnessed, the repeal of laws enacted by the single-party system, while, the
Superior Council of Information (CSI) was established by decree No. 90-07 on 3 April 1990,
pertaining to information as a regulatory mechanism, in this way article 59 of the 1990 Infor-
mation code defines the CSI's rules as to ensure the independence and impartiality of public sec-
tor in audio broadcasting and television bodies, as well as the autonomy of the sector's profes-
sions maintain a degree of autonomy in programming and productions (Brahimi, 2000). Further-
more, an Association of Algerian Journalists was founded on February 3, 1992, by independent
journalists who resolved to establish a professional association to fill the void left by the Free
Journalists Movement. It was formed during Algeria's media plurality and political diversity,
which coincided shortly with the suspension of the electoral process in January 1992 and the
implementation of emergency provisions in February 1992. As a result of those unexpected cir-
cumstances, the security situation deteriorated, and the wave of terrorism claimed the lives of
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numerous journalists, most notably “Taher Jalut”. This association has a partisan and political
tendency, some of its members have used it for personal and political advantage. Due to that and
numerous disagreements between members and the association's general secretary, the members
submitted their resignation, and the Association was disbanded on July 5, 1995 (Mehanna, 1995).
Despite efforts in 1998 to establish a new association called National Union of Journalists (SNJ),
this endeavor failed, because of the hazardous conditions as a result of the country's security state
during that decade. This league did not achieve any improvement, although the General Assem-
bly set up many principles which included promoting professional practice, securing journalists'
activities, raising the professional level, and strengthening ties with Arab journalists (bin Zai-
doun, 2000). While, on May 28, 2009, the Algerian Journalists Federation was established, and
overseen by the General Union of Algerian Workers (UGTA). The federation's primary objective
is to enhance the socio-professional conditions of journalists. In addition, the Autonomous Na-
tional Council of Algerian Journalists (CNJA) was established on May 2, 2019. This independent
council aspires to improve journalistic practice as well as create a framework for the defence of
the professional journalistic practice in Algeria. Recently, after the Algerian popular revolt on
February 22, 2019, the Collective of Independent Algerian Journalists (COJAA) appeared; this
association seeks to establish media freedom and freedom of expression, as well as to defend
journalists who have been detained or imprisoned in Algeria (Fengler, S., Kurkowski, 1., &
Lengauer, M., 2021). After decades Algerian media landscape still suffers from the absence of
strong journalistic association and syndicate or media accountability that could uphold journal-
istic practice and media responsibility.

Method

The data that is used in this article originate from online survey on the views of Algerian
journalists about the effectiveness of journalistic unions and syndicates that exist in Algeria's
media landscape, in order to determine the shortcomings and challenges on it. A web-based sur-
vey was used for e-surveying based on developments in modern communication technologies. To
target the sampling objectives, we relied on a purposeful sampling that included various journal-
ists and academics that are involved in and have experience with journalistic unions and syndi-
cates in Algeria, that would be able to share the risks based on their work-related experience.
Purposive sampling known as “elements selected for the sample is chosen by the judgment of the
researcher. Researchers often believe that they can obtain a representative sample by using a
sound judgment, which will result in saving time and money” (Black, 2010). Hannes also defined
and highlighted the benefits of purposeful sampling, such as “The logic and power of purposeful
sampling lie in selecting information-rich cases for study in depth. Information-rich cases are
those from which one can learn a great deal about issues of central importance to the purpose of
the inquiry, thus the term purposeful sampling. Studying information-rich cases yields” (Hannes,
2011). In order to achieve the objective of this research we used Google Forms Questioning to
conduct an online survey. Anomalies and cases with incomplete data were not found, resulting in
a final sample size of 25 participants for the study.

Results and Discussion

In response to the hypothesis that assumes journalistic unions and associations in Algeria
subjected to several impediments and difficulties that led to significant impact on their efforts to
support journalistic practice, the following research questions were devised:

RQ 1. How would you rate the effectiveness of Algerian journalistic Associations and syndi-
cates to hold Algerian mass media to account?

RQ 2. Does the activity of journalist's Unions and Associations or syndicates support and
advocate ethical standards among journalists?
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RQ 3. How would you rate the importance of journalistic association and syndicate and ac-
countability in your workplace by establishing a set of value professional standards?

RQ 4. What are the greatest difficulties for the Algerian media unions and associations or
syndicates?

RQ 5. What are the most significant challenges to Journalistic association and syndicate and
accountability in Algeria?

The efficiency of the journalistic associations and syndicates to hold Algerian mass media to
account

Figure 1. Efficiency of the journalistic associations and syndicates in Algeria.

According to the majority of respondents, 88% of reviews from the targeted sample show
that the media associations and syndicates in Algeria have not the ability to hold the mass media
accountable due to a variety of factors, implying the ineffectiveness of those associations in eval-
uating the quality of journalistic practice, which Algerians desperately need, especially given
Algerian media outlets' widespread and extreme reliance on sensational content has a negative
influence on audiences' awareness and the credibility of mass media in Algeria.

The activity of journalist's unions and associations or syndicates to support and advocate
ethical standards among journalists.

Figure 2. Activity of journalist's unions and syndicates to support ethical standards.
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The vast majority of participants (96%) believe that journalistic associations and syndicates'

activities did not upraise ethical standards among Algerian journalists, owing to the failure to

establish a general code of conduct for Algerian journalists in various mass media. The lack of

self-independent standards to serve as a general reference for journalists resulted in a persistent

breach of journalistic practice, especially with the absence media regulatory authorities' rules to

review media content. Thus, the important of code of behavior in Algeria's media landscape is
crucial to developing and perfecting the journalistic practice.

The importance of media accountability in the workplace by establishing a set of value pro-

fessional standards.

According to 68% of our respondents, media outlets in Algeria did not place a premium on
the establishment of a set of value and ethical standards for journalists in their editorial office,
caused to the media content in Algeria is oriented to serve a specific agenda, this kind of mass
media is not required to set such standards that may let the journalists be more productive and
free in their practice, in contrast to a western journalistic value which supports media freedom
and independence. While (32%) of participants see that ethical standards are highly valued in
their workplace, this leads to ambiguity and contradiction when we look at the media landscape
in Algeria which is full of sensational journalism and far away from objectivity and other princi-
ples of professional journalism practice.
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The greatest difficulties in the Algerian journalistic unions and associations or syndicates.

According to 72 % of participants Algerian journalistic unions and syndicates are subjected
to extreme pressures whether been internal or external that's negatively impacted the performance
of those entities to develop and upraise the journalistic practice. Meanwhile (64%) emphasized
also that the legal frameworks as other obstacles that have hampered the activities of those un-
ions and syndicates in Algeria due to some legislation restricted and deprived to support the de-
velopment of media independence and freedom. Furthermore, financial sustainability has a huge
impact on the existence of these autonomous bodies. Yet, a lack of financial resources and flexi-
bility would lead to their end, as happened in Algerian media landscape. While, some of the
respondent's sample highlighted the greatest difficulty in Algerian media unions, associations or
syndicates due the lack of involvement by journalists in the activities of these unions since the
extreme meddling of foreign persons in the media profession in Algeria.

The most significant challenges to journalistic unions and associations in Algeria.

The most respondents have emphasized the significant challenges to media unions and asso-
ciations throughout the deep needs to develop media policy and support editorial independence
offices in order to strengthen journalism quality and professionalism in Algeria. However, unions
and associations should support the mechanisms of removing those obstacles by reshaping the
legal environment which cannot be done without supporting of an independent judiciary system
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in Algeria. As well, minimizing state interference is considered a big challenge to 40% of re-

spondents. Hence, journalistic association authority should set a comprehensive behavioral guide

in all Algerian mass media that shows the journalists’ rights and duties in their professional prac-

tice. This code should describe the procedures of their activity, particularly in the event of any

infringement of their rights by any party, whether internally or externally, with legal action taken
against violators in accordance with Algerian law.

Conclusions

Algeria's journalistic associations and syndicates significantly need a more open democratic
environment based on the independence of institutions and a fresh democratic representation, that
will allow them to perform their rules more effectively, the effectiveness of journalistic
associations would open up the power to strengthen inclusiveness, responsiveness, and
accountability in Algerian media landscape. This strategy could be done only by establishing and
adopting all legal and legislative mechanisms to frame, supervise, and evaluate media content in
Algeria, as well as the setting out a basic code of behavior to which Algerian journalists would
adhere to respect ethical standards, with a deep need to involve all official bodies and institutions
to adopt a new media policy based on media freedom, independence, and transparency. As a
result, we can regard the validity of the proposal that says journalistic associations in Algeria face
a number of constraints and shortcomings, which have hampered their efficacy in improving
journalistic practice in Algeria.

Introduction

The global pandemic of COVID-19 killed almost 6,5 million people worldwide (WHO, data
of 12.09.2022). Against this statistic, Ukraine occupies the 17th position worldwide for deaths
and the 22nd for confirmed cases (https://covid19.who.int/table). The pandemic emphasized the
importance of the media in timely informing the people about health, the measures taken, and the
impact on the psychological state of the audience. Besides, the pandemic pointed to the "dark"
side of the information space - a potent stress factor and a platform for the dissemination of un-
verified, false information (Anwar et al., 2020; Basch et al., 2020; Cuello-Garcia, Pérez-Gaxiola,
& van Amelsvoort, 2020; Dhanani & Franz, 2020; Garcia & Duarte, 2020; Moscadelli et al.,
2020; Srivastava et al., 2020; Stainback, Hearne, & Trieu, 2020; Vai et al., 2020; van der Linden,
Roozenbeek, & Compton, 2020). In response to the pandemic, the media aims to achieve three
critical public health outcomes: knowledge generation, attitudes towards the virus, and medical
literacy (Dhanani & Franz, 2020).

The World Health Organization (WHO), with the help of the media, ensured rapid and wide-
spread dissemination of information on public health. On the other hand, news about the corona-
virus during the repeatedly extended quarantine caused fear and psychological stress (Anwar et
al., 2020). News content in the first months of the epidemic (January-February 2020) caused
mostly negative emotions - topics of death dominated the video news, the mortality rate (43.6%),
as well as fears and concerns associated with the outbreak of COVID-19 (37.4 %) (Basch et al.,
2020). The pandemic has upended almost every aspect of public life. People are turning to the
news for updated information on the virus. The corresponding increase in awareness of COVID-
19 and the perception of the threat of COVID-19 leads to psychological stress (Stainback,
Hearne, & Trieu, 2020).

According to the World Economic Forum (Hall, 2020), staying at home during isolation has
expectedly changed consumer behavior and increased the frequency of interaction with social
media and the time spent watching television (TV shows, films). However, the very interaction
with social media and dependence on television during the pandemic are not directly determined
by the adaptive characteristics of the personality profile: maladaptive, adaptive, and highly adap-
tive (Ahmed et al., 2021). This finding raises the question of how personality affects human be-
havior when the media have become the primary source of information. Age, education, and
economic level determine the higher level of search for information on television, in newspapers,
on the internet, and in news agencies (Geger, Yildirim, & Akgiil, 2020). People with medium and
high economic status watched more TV and read more newspapers. Women preferred to receive
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information more from friends, family, and social media than men (Geger, Yildinm, & Akgiil,
2020).

Tree NGOs in Ukraine provide in-depth reviews of the media situation in Ukraine.
Razumkov Sociological Center, Kucheriv Foundation "Democratic Initiatives", and Detector
Media conducted a comprehensive study of how media exposure and trust evolved over several
years. Moreover, this study shows which media behavior people demonstrated during the strong-
est waves of the COVID-19 pandemic.

According to this study, among all the media sources, the most popular in Ukraine in 2020 is
television (75%). Next are social media (44%); 23% of people regularly get information from
their relatives and friends. 11% prefer messengers (Viber, Telegram, Messenger) as reliable me-
dia sources to learn about what is happening in Ukraine and the world; 6% of Ukrainians regular-
ly watched Russian TV, notwithstanding the Russian war against Ukraine that started in 2014
with the occupation of Crimea and areas in Donetsk and Luhansk regions. 4% of Ukrainians read
and trust Ukrainian print media. And less than 1% of people in Ukraine trust Russian print media
and the media of occupied areas in Luhansk and Donetsk region, so-called "Donetsk People's
Republic" and "Luhansk People's Republic".

Political views have also proven to be a determinant of behavior during the pandemic. The
group's study by Erfei Zhao assessed the preventive and risky behavior associated with COVID-
19 infection in the early months of the pandemic, depending on trust in different media sources.
Based on trust in left-wing or right-wing media, scholars identified three groups: (1) those who
trust CNN more than Fox News; (2) those with the same preferences or not; and (3) those who
trust Fox News more than CNN. Fewer preventive measures and more risky behaviors associated
with COVID-19 have been characteristic of people on the conservative, right-wing spectrum,
who rely on a more right-wing source of information (Fox News) (Zhao et al., 2020). In China,
compliance with established rules of conduct is associated with preference and trust in central
state media and WeChat. At the same time, the propensity to use local media and the social net-
work Weibo negatively affected compliance with restrictive measures (Wu & Shen, 2021). The
state-controlled media's impact on behavior during the COVID-19 pandemic is associated with
the attitude of the population to the authorities (Pajnik & Hrzenjak, 2022). An online survey of
the Slovenian adult population found a statistically significant correlation between compliance
with COVID-19 control measures and trust in the government (Hafner-Fink & Uhan, 2021).

One of the first online surveys conducted in China on January 28, 2020, a week after the of-
ficial announcement of the human-to-human transmission of the coronavirus, highlighted the
impact of the media on the psychological state during the early stages of the outbreak. Content
with stressful information (reports from hospitals, information about the deteriorating situation,
the spread of infection) negatively impacted and led to concern, anxiety, and depression. This
negative effect was mainly due not to traditional media but to the new media (Chao et al., 2020).
The dissemination of information about COVID-19 on social media (Twitter, Instagram,
YouTube, Reddit, and Gab) from reliable and dubious sources do not differ in the way or
scheme. However, fake news and inaccurate information can spread faster and broader than news
based on evidence (Cinelli et al., 2020).

During the worldwide pandemic, a large amount of false, misleading information in the me-
dia about the virus, pseudo-drugs, and conspiracy theories ("infodemic") pose a threat to public
health (van der Linden, Roozenbeek, & Compton, 2020). As a result, fragmentation of social
responses, accelerating the contagion process, altering the effectiveness of government counter-
measures (Cinelli et al., 2020), and discouraging preventive measures (Su, 2020). For example,
the number of articles with "fake news" reached 23.1% of Italy's total publications on the pan-
demic from December 31, 2019, to April 30, 2020 (Moscadelli et al., 2020).
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Among the reasons for the growth of false information in social media, we can assume the
dominance of the user's personality, his / her preferences, and psychological characteristics. So-
cial media and microblogging platforms have radically changed how we consume information
and form opinions. Social media users (e.g., Facebook) have become cosmopolitan in the infor-
mation space (Schmidt et al., 2017). The polarization of social media users prompted the place-
ment of misinformation (Schmidt et al., 2017). Likewise, support for disinformation decreases
among people as knowledge and awareness grow (Dhanani & Franz, 2020). Overusing social
media during the pandemic has led to increased concern and depression associated with fear of
COVID-19 (Majeed et al., 2020). A vital buffer that protects against the negative consequences
of using social media is the user's awareness of what COVID-19 is and its impact on humans
(Majeed et al., 2020).

Social media exert a significant impact due to its growing influence. With billions of people
worldwide using social media, frequent misinformation about the current pandemic on these
platforms could have serious consequences (Cuello-Garcia, Pérez-Gaxiola, & van Amelsvoort,
2020). Brazil's primary fake news sources are primarily social media — WhatsApp, Facebook, and
Instagram (Garcia, & Duarte, 2020). A Spanish study found that social media and instant mes-
saging systems transmit mainly false news. This "primacy" is due to decreased confidence in the
media and the fact that they are no longer considered reliable (Ferndndez-Torres, Almansa-
Martinez, & Chamizo-Sanchez, 2021). Motivating social media users to share information,
communicate, and search for information contributes to the spread of false information about
COVID-19 (Apuke & Omar, 2020).

Furthermore, social media during a pandemic is associated with more pronounced psycho-
logical stress (Bendau et al., 2021). A group of Spanish researchers led by Bonifacio Sandin
found that exposure to social media and intolerance to uncertainty are strong predictors of emo-
tional impact, development of fear of coronavirus, and emotional disturbances (anxiety, distress,
hopelessness, depression, concern, etc.) (Sandin et al., 2020). During the pandemic, an interesting
phenomenon was noted in Italy that distinguishes it from other countries — the trust in social
media was lower than in the official websites of health organizations (Vai et al., 2020). In Spain,
in the first weeks of quarantine in March 2020, television became the most used medium of in-
formation about the virus while restoring its audience among the youngest people who seemed to
favor digital media (Blasco, Castella, & Raso, 2020). According to Ofcom, the UK saw a 30%
increase in TV and online viewing during the first quarantine — an average of more than six hours
of daily TV and online video content. (Lockdown leads to a surge in TV screen time and stream-
ing. August 05, 2020, https://www.ofcom.org.uk/about-ofcom/latest/features-and-
news/lockdown-leads-to-surge-in-tv-screen-time-and-streaming).

Fake news, misinformation, and rumors spreading through digital media may lead to panic,
anxiety, and fear and increase the risk of mental illness (Srivastava et al., 2020). Beliefs generat-
ed by disinformation influence the choice of coping strategy during a pandemic (Su, 2020) —
misinformation about side effects becomes a deterrent to the provision of COVID-19 vaccination
among healthcare workers themselves (Marco-Franco et al., 2020).

Misleading information and misinformation about the COVID-19 pandemic are becoming
additional factors leading to increased societal uncertainty (Su, 2020). An increase in anxiety due
to intolerance to uncertainty in a pandemic increases the likelihood of misperception of infor-
mation, reducing the ability to evaluate it critically (Su, 2020). In addition, intolerance of uncer-
tainty contributes to stress and burnout (Kim, & Lee, 2018).

Scholars established a direct link between anxiety and depressive disorders and the frequen-
cy of viewing information programs on the incidence of coronavirus (Gao et al., 2020; Bendau et
al., 2021). Higher anxiety levels are more likely to be reported by those who spend more than one
hour a day searching for information about COVID-19 (Kecojevic et al., 2020). There is a direct
link between the number of symptoms of depression, unspecific anxiety, COVID-19-related
anxiety, and the frequency and variety of interactions with the media (Bendau et al., 2021). Ac-
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cording to a study conducted by the German group of A. Bendau, the critical threshold between
mild to moderate symptoms of (unspecific) anxiety and depression is seven daily media visits for
a total of 2.5 hours (Bendau et al., 2021). Limited mental resources for overcoming problems
during a pandemic tend to end, and people start to avoid or ignore stress-inducing information
(Vasheka et al., 2021). Trust in news sources reduces somatization and increases anxiety about
COVID-19 (Kecojevic et al., 2020).

People are susceptible to conspiracy thinking and are prone to self-deception (Seitz et al.,
2020). The ability to detect truthfulness, misinformation, and fake news is associated with emo-
tional intelligence and educational attainment (Preston et al., 2021). Confidence in COVID-19
disinformation declines as media literacy rises and critical thinking develops (Austin, Borah, &
Domgaard, 2021). The propensity for thinking, along with personal anxiety, lead to increased
anxiety about COVID-19. The latter, together with weak support for unconfirmed, inaccurate
information, and beliefs about COVID-19, lead to more responsible behavior during the pandem-
ic (Erceg, Ruzojc¢i¢, & Gali¢, 2020).

The perception and response to information in contexts of uncertainty during an epidemic
largely depend on such personality characteristics as intolerance of uncertainty (Maftei & Hol-
man, 2020). Increased anxiety resulting from intolerance to uncertainty in a pandemic increases
the likelihood of misperception of information and reduces the ability to critically evaluate it (Su,
2020). Therefore, uncertain situations are perceived as a source of threat (Pogorilska et al., 2021).
Furthermore, intolerance of uncertainty contributes to stress and burnout (Kim & Lee, 2018).
Burnout negatively affects information perception and emotional evaluation (Havrylets et al.,
2019). Besides, the tolerance to uncertainty with the emotional experience defines the attitude
toward novelty and complexity, which determines the response to life changes caused COVID-19
pandemic (Pogorilska et al., 2021).

The controversial attitude towards the epidemic and preventive measures in society lead to
conspiracy theories (Romer & Jamieson, 2020). The main psychological goals of conspiracy
theories are to explain what is happening in terms that are understandable and acceptable to a
person, to give a sense of control, and to give a sense of one's significance and meaning in life.
Conspiracy theories have become more and more popular during the pandemic. A seminal histor-
ical-psychological study by van Prooijen and Douglas has shown that societal crises are condu-
cive to the emergence and spread of conspiracy theories (Van Prooijen & Douglas, 2017).

Conspiracy theories during the COVID-19 pandemic are fertile soil for genetically deter-
mined anxiety, personal impotence, a sense of socio-economic consequences, complex causes,
and inadequate solutions, as well as modern means of communication (Forstl, 2020). A study by
Srol and colleagues in Slovakia showed that support for virus conspiracy theories developed
partly due to mistrust of government responses in the early stages of the COVID-19 pandemic.
Increased anxiety and lack of control also increased the sense of danger and risk of COVID-19
(grol, Mikuskova, & Cavojova, 2021). Conspiracy theories undermine concerted action, distort
open discussions, and spread doubt (Forstl, 2020). A high intolerance for uncertainty in people
who do not adhere to conspiracy beliefs helps assess the risks of SARS-CoV-2 (Maftei & Hol-
man, 2020).

The literature review demonstrates the existence of a highly urgent problem of trust in health
information during the pandemic. What personality traits determine the attitude to health infor-
mation requires more research, and this problem underlies our investigation.

Considering the ongoing changes in society during the pandemic, including the rethinking of
the media and their role, we set in this study the following objective: to determine the level of
trust of Ukrainian university students in traditional and social media depending on their psycho-
logical and emotional characteristics during the COVID-19 pandemic.

To achieve this, we set the following research questions:

RQ1: What are the basic levels of media trust during the COVID-19 pandemic?
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RQ2: What are the dominant emotional responses to the media during the COVID-19 pan-
demic?
RQ3: How do those dominant emotional responses to the information about COVID-19 af-
fect levels of media trust?

Method

Participants

In total, 213 healthy young adults (44.1% men, 55.9% women aged 17 to 23 years, Mage =
19, SD = 1.28 years) participated in the study. All participants were first-, second-, third- and
fourth-year students at National Aviation University (Faculty of Linguistics and Social Commu-
nications (Aviation psychology department), Aerospace Faculty), the Taras Shevchenko National
University of Kyiv (Psychology Faculty, specialties "Psychology" and "Military Psychology"),
Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute (Electronic Engineering Faculty). 44 of the 213 subjects
combined study at university and work. The sample size is sufficient for resolving the similar
specified research aims due to the number of used variables in well-controlled studies (Fritz, &
MacKinnon, 2007; Willaby et al., 2015; Vasheka et al., 2020). The local ethical committee ap-
proved the research. Before answering the survey, each participant provided informed consent
under the World Medical Association (WMA) Declaration of Helsinki (Helsinki, Finland, June
1964).

Procedure

All participants were tested December 2020 - March 2021. The research involved an online
survey with several Likert scales. Filling out the questionnaire survey took 30 and 45 minutes.
We recruited participants online by informing the participating universities about the study and
its objectives.

Questionnaires

We developed a questionnaire that contained several blocks to examine trust in the media
during the COVID-19 pandemic in Ukraine. Demographic block, questions about the coronavirus
for the respondent himself and (or) his family, the severity of the disease, and existing complica-
tions. Another block of questions aimed to diagnose compliance with hygiene standards and
preventive measures (masks and lockdowns). There were two major lockdowns: at the beginning
of the pandemic (March-May 2020, when the strict lockdown was imposed in Ukraine restricting
citizens' movements) and September 2020, when the maximum infection and mortality numbers
were recorded; however, this lockdown was weaker than the first. Separate questions related to
the period of self-isolation (March-May, 2020), emotional reactions to the pandemic, and coping
strategies with depressive states.

We investigated the level of severity of neurotic states in students with psychometric tech-
niques (‘Clinical questionnaire for identifying and assessing neurotic states' by K. Yakhin, D.
Mendelevich), the level of psychological stress (Lemur-Tessier-Fillion Psychological Stress
Measure, PSM-25), and basic coping strategies used by respondents (Ways of Coping Question-
naire (WOCQ) by Richard Lazarus).

Personality and mental health variables

The 25-item Lemur-Tessier-Fillion Psychological Stress Measure (PSM-25) was used to as-
sess current work-related stress levels as the sum from 25 to 200 points. For each item, partici-
pants rated the extent to which they agreed with the statement on an 8-point Likert scale (0 = "not
at all", 8 = "greatly") (Raigorodsky, 2011).

Besides, we used a Clinical questionnaire for the identification and assessment of neurotic
conditions to analyze neurotic manifestations and to identify the primary syndromes of neurotic
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states (Yakhin & Mendelevich, 2005). The questionnaire consisted of 68 questions and included
six scales: anxiety, neurotic depression, asthenia, hysterical type of reaction, obsessive-phobic
disorders (obsessions), and autonomic disorders. In addition, for each item, participants rated
their current state on a 5-point Likert scale (1 = always or constantly, 5= never happened).

Coping strategies

The 'Ways of Coping Questionnaire' (WOCQ) was used to determine coping mechanisms
and ways to overcome life situation difficulties in various areas of mental activity. The technique
was developed by R. Lazarus and S. Folkman (Lazarus, 1986) and adapted in Russian by Kryu-
kova, Kuftyak, and Zamyshlyaeva in 2004 (Kryukova & Kuftyak, 2007). WOCQ contains eight
factors of coping strategies: confrontative coping, distancing, self-controlling, seeking social
support, accepting responsibility, escape-avoidance, planful problem-solving, and positive reap-
praisal (Lazarus, 1986; Krohne, 2002). Participants evaluated 50 statements regarding behavior
in a difficult life situation on a 4-point Likert scale according to how often these behaviors appear
in him/her (0 = never, 4 = often) (Kryukova & Kuftyak, 2007).

Media Trust

Trust in the sources providing information on COVID-19 was measured using 8 statements,
each related to a specific media or another source of information. The sources of COVID-19
information were: national TV, international TV, print media (newspapers, magazines), news
websites, radio, social media (Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, etc.), family, and friends. In addi-
tion, the respondents answered the following questions:

How do you feel about the information in the media about the coronavirus pandemic in the
world?

Please, indicate the percentage of the information you receive from each information source
of the COVID-19 pandemic (the sum of all values should be 100%).

The respondents assessed the level of trust in COVID-19 information sources on a 10-point
Likert scale ranging from «-5» (I do not trust at all) to «5» (I trust entirely).

Data analysis

Data analysis was completed using IBM Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS), ver-
sion 15 for Windows. Kolmogorov-Smirnov test indicated that several variables were normally
distributed. Therefore, we used parametric tests to examine associations and differences between
all main variables (#-fest, One-way ANOVA). One-way ANOVA was used to compare 3 groups.
To clarify the differences between the groups, we performed a pairwise comparison using the ¢-
test.

Results

According to the survey results, 28.7% of respondents do not seek information about corona-
virus in the media; 52.3% search for information about the pandemic 1-2 times a week; 19% are
looking for information about the epidemic daily. In addition, 6.5% look exclusively for infor-
mation about the coronavirus, after which they turn off the TV or leave the internet.

Searching for information about the coronavirus is a priority for 5.1% of respondents; they
prefer programs about the pandemic to anything else. However, 61.6% do not focus only on
finding information about the coronavirus, and they have many hobbies and other activities.
Interestingly, 6.9% of students indicated they watch news programs about the pandemic due to
boredom; they also eat poorly and do little to no exercise.

We designed another block of questions to examine the attitude towards information about
coronavirus presented in the media. Assessing the extent to which information contributes to

understanding health risks, 86.1% of respondents indicated that it somewhat promotes such
knowledge, and only 13.9% noted that it does not help.

More than two-thirds of the students (68.1%) assessed the pandemic as exotic and new for
them; 78.1% felt the situation with the pandemic seemed out of control; 53.2% believed the pan-
demic would have catastrophic consequences. In addition, 55.1% of respondents were sure that
the pandemic was of an artificial origin.

Quarantine measures (according to information in the media) are justified and fair for most
participants (52.8%).

According to 44.4% of respondents, information about the pandemic in the media does not
help prevent the negative consequences of the measures proposed to resist the pandemic.

At the same time, 82.9% of students believed that information about the pandemic in the me-
dia had a positive effect on their safety. Furthermore, 87% were confident that the pandemic is
fatal.

RQI. What are the basic levels of media trust during the COVID-19 pandemic?

To test the characteristics of the response to the coronavirus pandemic from students with
different attitudes towards information in the media, we applied a comparative analysis using the
one-way ANOVA.

We divided the respondents into three groups following their answers to the question, "How
do you feel about information in the media regarding the coronavirus pandemic?"

The first group (44 people) included respondents who trust the media (they believe infor-
mation about the coronavirus in the media is reliable). The second group (105 people) included
students who do not trust the media and are convinced that the media hide facts. Finally, the third
group (53 respondents) believes that the media exaggerate the danger and invent it.

One-way ANOVA made it possible to detect significant differences between the three groups
regarding psychological stress and avoidance coping strategies (Table 1).

RQ2. What are the dominant emotional responses to the media during the COVID-19 pan-
demic?

To find out if there are differences between the two groups, we used Student’s t-test. As a re-
sult, we found significant differences between the first and second groups (Table 2) in terms of
such indicators: anxiety, asthenia, autonomic disorders, and stress.

RQ3. How do groups with different media trust levels differ regarding dominant emotional
responses to the information about COVID-19?
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We compared the trust in the media with other nominative characteristics measured using the
questionnaire. Table 3 shows a comparison of experiencing negative emotions in groups of stu-
dents with different attitudes toward media information.

Monitoring reports after April 2 showed the stability of COVID-19.

As part of the preparation of the RMR sample for the experiment, we conducted a pre-
experimental "examination" of the RMR with the participation of subjects from the control group
of the investigation, i.e., young people. These "experts" did not take part in the experiment.

21 respondents, selected from the control group of subjects, examined 11 RMR. Everyone
among so-called experts accidentally fell into this group: someone could not participate further in
the experiment due to lack of a webcam; someone abandoned the experiment; two were unable to
complete the survey due to quarantine restrictions but were eager to be "useful" to the case.
However, all subjects, except two, ID XXXCE and ID_YYYCE, approximately two weeks
before the experiment (from 23 to March 25) underwent an incoming, "recruiting" questionnaire
to determine the types (portraits) of respondents in the categories of "attitude to the pandemic",
"for media activity"," features of media consumption"," attitude to pandemic coverage in the
media". Table 9 below presents the social portraits (types) of experts.

Discussion

The research results reflect the attitude of Ukrainian students to the media in general. Stu-
dents prefer to be on the internet rather than traditionally watching TV or listening to the radio.
Singling out a television or radio segment on the internet, they can deliberately use their infor-
mation but still prefer social media or other websites. The fact that 52.3% are looking for infor-
mation about the pandemic 1-2 times a week in the news media and 19% - every day, in effect,
reveals the growing trust of young people in traditional media in critical situations.

Such situations relate to extreme living conditions - a pandemic, wearing masks, lockdown,
the undeniable influence of the authorities on the life of society (although this is seen as intrusive
changes in the behavior of society - 54.6%), the need to feel protected from the state because for
the majority (78.1% of respondents) the situation with the pandemic seems uncontrolled. The
desire to learn more accurate information firsthand indicates students’ attitudes towards tradi-
tional media as more reliable sources of information.

Nevertheless, the carelessness of young people, even in critical situations, is tangible: 61.6%
do not focus only on finding information about the coronavirus; they have many hobbies and
other activities.

The trusting attitude among students towards the media also has a negative side of cognitive
behavior: as evidenced by data analysis (Table 2), such students have more pronounced neuro-
psychiatric disorders associated in particular with anxiety, asthenia, and autonomic disorders,
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although in general, stress resistance in this group of respondents is higher than among students
who do not trust the media.

Students who believe that the media exaggerate the danger of a pandemic avoid facts and try
to remain calm by ignoring information or challenging it (Table 1). However, this is a natural
form of denying behavior (Son et al., 2020; Halvaiepour & Nosratabadi, 2021).

The level of psychological stress is most pronounced in the third group (Table 1), which may
indicate exhaustion from seeming “overarching”, exaggeration in the media about the pandemic
and its potential and actual threats.

As we see from the data, the stress level is lower among those with complete trust in the me-
dia. On the other hand, the anxiety level is higher among those with fewer media trust (think that
media does not tell the whole truth). This finding means that the higher media trust is among
students, the less anxiety and the more psychological stress they tend to experience. However,
this relation should be verified in further research.

Limitations of the study

The most significant limitation of this study is the little representability of these findings,
first due to a small and restricted sample of respondents. For example, our respondents represent-
ed only university youth. However, we can hardly extrapolate this study’s results to young
Ukrainians in general. Thus, further research should address these issues.

We did not focus on cultural differences in this study since, from our point of view and col-
lected literature, the problem of trust in health information does not have cultural dependence and
is a common human nature. Even though national culture affects the use and tastes in mass media
use during the COVID-19 pandemic (e.g., individualistic tendencies in the USA vs. collectivistic
trends in Thailand and Croatia) (Sheldon et al., 2021). Scholars may perform more intercultural
research about media trust during the COVID-19 pandemic to fix this issue.

We know that the self-report methodology needs the necessary objectivity and representabil-
ity of the results. However, during such a threat to the life and health of our students, we could
not afford to conduct such a study in a lab setting, given the lockdown restrictions. Therefore,
further research on pandemic issues should involve laboratory experiments to achieve more con-
trol of all the moderating and mediating variables. Since conducting a study in a similar condition
is vital to valid research.

Conclusions

We can conclude that in critical situations, young people return to trusting traditional media.
However, the degree of trust in information will differ for people with differentiated neuropsy-
chiatric disorders. Media trust may take much work to evaluate and comprises a set of indicators.
A more trusting attitude to information among students with pronounced neuropsychiatric disor-
ders, which, in effect, is natural since “information therapy” acts as substitution therapy: a person
is looking for an explanation for his condition; he finds it in media information and calms down.
New knowledge reduces stress levels. People with a low neuropsychiatric disorder level do not
trust the media either because they suspect the media are hiding reliable information. Alternative-
ly, they may twist it, invent it, and are more susceptible to stress because of a non-indifferent,
“spiteful” response to media activities and the need to deny written or heard.

Introduction

The opinion about the leading role of the media texts headlines in journalism has been
established for a long time. Creating the headlines, their task, expressive and emotional accents
were studied in hundreds of works of linguistic and socio-communicative nature (see, in
particular, the works of D. Prylyuk, V. Rizun, V. Karpenko, N. Leonova, A. Yevgrafova, L.
Lakomska). Somewhat less scholarly attention is attracted to the correlation between titles and
subsequent texts (see the works of L. Hrytsyuk, O. Volkovynskyi, I. Kochan, O. Trachenko, L.
Mankova, etc.) and even more so to the coordination of logical components in the title complex
of a news nature. Semantic-stylistic coordination and transformation of the headlines’ meaning,
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functional possibilities of their logical components, as far as the authors of this study know, were
not the subject of scientific research in Ukrainian journalism studies.

It is widely accepted that heading, as “compressed scroll of the entire text (work), which are
perceived in inseparable unity with the entire text” (Kochan, 2017, p. 93), should carry core
information of an objective-subjective nature, attract the reader’s attention, arouse interest in the
text and the desire to read it. This is especially important for the presentation of news messages,
where each word must convey as accurately as possible the content of the message and its
assessment by official institutions. Such texts, on the one hand, convey “hot” news and, on the
other hand, attune readers to a specific, socially desirable type of behavior!. Moreover, this
setting occurs thanks to the choice of language means that accurately and adequately reflects the
event. Although, in general, the headlines of news texts about the COVID-19 pandemic, do not
pretend to be colorful (Marynenko & Shumarova, 2021, pp. 30-31), their primary function is
different: they encourage the reader to get familiar, often hastily, with information and form a
mental-conceptual field of perception, within which the content of the message is understood.
They should also not be too long so as not to hinder the flow of consciousness.

The news text aims to reveal and concretize the information from the headline to objectively
cover the event, avoiding pronounced evaluation, excessive detail, and deviations from the
semantic axis. Compared to the title, the text, from a semantic point of view, should contain
important details that would satisfy the reader’s interest in the event. Moreover, since news texts
are small in volume, they should contain clear answers to the questions: who? what? when?
where?, to a lesser extent, why? and how?, and the headings, in turn, compress these thematic
blocks into “clots of meaning”. In this case, a crucial text-creative feature, which is realized both
in the headline and in the news text, is a sign of accuracy, which manifests itself in the semantic
field as an adequate reproduction of the event’s content (answers to the above questions), and in
the formal one - as a condensation of meaning in the relevant lexical and syntactic structures.

When studying the categories of texts of different functional styles, Ukrainian linguists give
a different status to the text-creating category. However, they include it in the category of signs
or properties of a specific functional style (see, e.g., Trishchuk, 2014, p. 179). The primary
purpose of journalism, in particular, the news genre, is truthful, comprehensive, and objective,
informing readers/listeners about current events in society and the world. Therefore, accuracy
becomes the top text category in the news genre. Based on the definition of the text category as
“a supra-paradigmatic invariant feature that reflects the most essential regularities of the textem
and actualized texts” (Selivanova, 2006, p. 602), we have every reason to consider accuracy one
of the main categories of the informational text in general and of the heading complex in
particular. In terms of importance, accuracy is on par with such generally recognized text
categories as cohesion, coherence, intentionality, addressability, informativeness, situationality,
and intertextuality (de Beaugrande & Dressler, 1981).

We can talk about accuracy as a text-creating genre category based on the purpose of the
author in such text and the principles of information presentation. Among such principles, we
should mention the need to indicate the exact dates when the event took place, the exact time and
place of its “completion”, exact figures relating to the subjects or objects to which the action is
directed, etc. Such news is saturated with figures and numbers that reproduce the quantitative
parameters of facts, can be easily verified, and therefore form the category of accuracy as a text-
forming functional-semantic category, realized in quantitative-qualitative parameters (“numbers

U In our case, after informing about the course of the pandemic related to the spread of COVID-19,
this means wearing masks in public places, keeping a distance, washing hands as often as possible, etc.
Even if the specific text does not say so, previous narratives as experiences gained in collective danger
stimulate readers to a certain type of behavior.
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and words”), which are clearly correlated with the referential reality. In other words, accuracy
should permeate the entire text of the news genre, not allowing the slightest deviations.

The latter requirement reflects the “expected accuracy” used by technical sciences, which is
built on specific dimensions. E.g., in textology or functional stylistics, it is a characteristic of an
ideal text in which there are neither content gaps nor redundant information.

The search for real opportunities for presenting the accuracy category in informational
genres forced the authors to turn to textual material.

This article aims to determine the ways and means through which the category of accuracy
manifests itself in the news genre and to determine the internal contradictions formed by the
interaction between the statement’s logical and semantic components.

To achieve the result, it is necessary to complete the following objectives:

* to determine the functional and semantic features of the manifestation of the text-creative
category of the accuracy of expression as one of the dominant categories of informational texts;

* to identify the types of lexical and grammatical representation of logical and semantic
components of headings (subject, place, time) and their transformational possibilities;

* to describe linguistic means that actualize the linguistic and logical contradictions of the
specified texts.

Method

The research material was the daily monitoring of mass media texts conducted by Looqme —
a media monitoring system from February 26 — August 1, 2021, as well as materials collected by
the authors of this investigation from August 2, 2021, to February 23, 2022, after which it began
processing the selected content. Therefore, the collected data covered a year in Ukraine’s
information environment during the pandemic.

Monitoring of publications in the mass media by the Loogme system was based on the
mention of COVID-19 /coronavirus by keywords (https://loogme.io/uk). Among the radio and
television news, only those with print headlines that mentioned the disease, the infection data, or
the vaccine were selected. Texts with titles such as the Eiffel Tower reopened (UA_Pershyi,
17.07.2021) or the International Review (TRC Ukraine, 07.07.2021) were ignored by
researchers. The authors collected the material on the same basis. In general, the headlines of
news texts from ten news websites - online versions of the newspapers “Den” and “Dzerkalo

Tyzhnia”, as well as news agencies and internet resources - UNIAN, censor net,
korrespondent net, were analyzed, which together with the texts monitoring is more than 2000
positions.

Methods of analysis.

The following methods were used in this study:

* continuous sampling - for collecting research material from the mass media;

» analysis and synthesis - basic methods of preparing and generalizing the obtained data;

* transformational method, which made it possible to present the correlation of the semantic
and syntactic positions of the nomen and its functional and semantic load;

* descriptive methods - to present the obtained results.

Analysis algorithm.

1) In the title, we highlighted and analyzed sequentially logical and thematic components
such as the subject, place, and time of the action, which form three semantic blocks.

2) For each block, we defined the lexical-grammatical forms of presentation of the specified
components and, if necessary, the types of their transformation during the change of form or
semantic-syntactic position in the sentence.

3) We detected the presence/absence of emotionality in all three thematic segments and the
linguistic means that created it.
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Results and discussion

The study’s relevance is due to the need to determine the internal deep logical-grammatical
contradictions in the text, which are not visible at the surface language level, in order to identify
the effectiveness of the category of accuracy and models of condensation of meaning in short
news messages, when it is necessary to fit a maximum of information and meaning into a small
text, and to make it accessible for perception and adequately understood.

For a journalist-newsmaker, it is important to indicate essential things in the headline, to
inform about who is the subject of the events, what is happening or happened, what the action is
aimed at (who or what is the object of the action), where and when the event takes place, i.e., in
the headline five logical components of the construction of the message should be laid out in the
minitext, three of which (subject, locus, time) became the object of analysis in this investigation.
The choice of these elements is caused by their consistent representation in most of the headings
of the "code" materials, the focus on conveying the accuracy of the event’s content, and the
semantic load in the sentence composition - the headline of the publication.

Let us consider these components in the headline’s structure, which from a grammatical
point of view, most often represents sentences of different types.

Subject

The subject in this inquiry is considered as a logical-semantic category that denotes the
subject (person) in question; something is affirmed or denied, i.e., the subject is what we are
talking about (from a semantic point of view, it is an actor, a driving force of the event, the one
that creates the meaning dynamics), and the predicate is what we say about this subject, what
actions it performs, what features characterize it. At the syntactic level, the subject is represented
by the subject as the primary member of the sentence (Ukrainian language. Encyclopedia, 2000,
p. 611), which, together with the predicate, forms the predicative center of the sen-
tence/expression and defines the system of semantic-grammatical coordinates within which the
message is formed. In headings, the subject is expressed in different ways. It can be a
nomination:

+ of a person without specifying his or her personal data: V xuiscokiil rikapui nomep nepuiuii
YKpaineysb y sikoeo diacnocmyeanu wimam kopouasipycy envma [the first Ukrainian diagnosed
with the Delta coronavirus strain died in a Kyiv hospital] (TRC Ukraine, 28.07.2021); B Imanii
YONIOGIK NPULIULO8 HA 8AKYUHAYIIO i3 CUNIKOH080w pykoro [In Italy, a man came for a vaccination
with a silicone hand) (gazeta.ua, 03.12.2021);

« of a specific person with the name and surname or only the surname, e.g.: Binr I'etimc po3-
nosis, siKi ROMUIKU npu3sgenu 00 J10KOayHie: mozau 0 ynuxnymu [Bill Gates told what mistakes led
to the lockdowns: they could have been avoided] (RBK-Ukraine, 26.03.2021); I'anuuenxo: ynpo-
00601Cc 080X MUdICHIB 6i00ydembcs cmabinizayis kogio-cumyayii COVID-19 [Hanychenko:
stabilization of the situation with COVID-19 will take place within two weeks] (TK Ukraine 24 |
National, 01.04.2021); Jlawko xasxce npo noxpawenna cumyayii 3 Covid, are padume 2omysa-
mucsa 00 Hosoi xeuni [Lyashko says that the situation with COVID has improved, but advises to
prepare for a new wave] (Ukrainian Pravda, 06.12.2021). Quite often, the nomination of the last
name from a syntactic point of view is either the initial part, as in the second example mentioned
above or the final part, i.e., the source’s name in the message or the author’s words, in a
construction that is in the form of direct speech, which is presented in the title without quotation
marks: B Vkpaini nemae mexuiunoi mosicnusocmi suseisimu wimam "Hervma" — Padyyokuil [In
Ukraine, there is no technical possibility to detect the "Delta" strain — Radutskyi] (Ukrainian
Pravda, 22.06.2021). The complete (three-part) form of personal identification (name) is not
typical for headlines. Even the first and last names of the reader/viewer are secondary from a
semantic point of view since the recipients may not know them. In order to assess the degree of
importance of what is reported, the social status of the informant is more important than the
individual one and therefore precedes its name: Excnepmxa BOO3 Hamania Bunoepao: Te, wo
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”

Yrpaina 6yoe mamu npooremu 3i wmamom "Jenoma" — oonosnauno [WHO expert Nataliya
Vynograd: It is evident that Ukraine will have problems with the "Delta" strain] (UNIAN,
23.06.2021);

* person’s position or social function: I/{ennenuii 6i0 kopouasipycy enasa MO3 bpumanii 3a-
pasuscs COVID-19 [The head of the British Ministry of Health, who was vaccinated against the
coronavirus, contracted COVID-19] (RBK-Ukraine, 17.07.2021); I'encex OOH 3as6us, wjo Kinb-
kicmo orcepme COVID-19 nepesuwpuna Hacenenus KoxcHoi mpemvoi kpainu na niavemi [The UN
Secretary-General stated that the number of victims of COVID-19 exceeded the population of
every third country on the planet] (UNN, 08.07.2021); Jlioep eypmy "TIK" snepuie po3nogis, ax
1e0b He nomep 6i0 kopownasipycy [The leader of the band "TIK" told for the first time how he
almost died from the coronavirus] (UNIAN, 07.12.2021). All the given examples reveal the
predominance of the social status of the speaker over the individual one: most readers do not
know who the head of the Ministry of Health of Great Britain and the United Nations is currently
or the name of the front man of the band "TIK";

* person’s age or professional characteristics: ¥V pezionax ¢ Kumai oumuna newennenux 6a-
mouKi8 He 3modce xooumu 6 wikony [In regions of China, a child of unvaccinated parents will not
be able to go to school] (Ukrainian Pravda, 16.07.2021); Bueni gusasuiu egexmugni niku 6i0
KopoHnagipycy. 3nudcye pusux cmepmi na 50% [Scientists have discovered an effective medicine
against the coronavirus: it reduces the risk of death by 50%) (Voi znay pravdu | Little known,
17.07.2021);

* a clearly or approximately determined number of performers, cf.: B Vkpaini — 591 nosuti
sunadok xopouasipycy [In Ukraine - 591 new cases of coronavirus] (ukrinform.ua, 17.07.2021);
binvuwicmos yxpainyie 3moocymov eaxyunygamucs 00 Kinysa poxy — Cmenanog [Most Ukrainians
will be able to get vaccinated by the end of the year — Stepanov] (ukrinform.ua, 01.04.2021);
Boice 6invw Hidic nonosuna oopocaux kamaoyie ompumanu 0ea wenienus 6io COVID-19 [More
than half of Canadian adults have already received two vaccinations against COVID-19]
(politdumka.kiev.ua, 17.07.2021);

* institution, settlement, region, country, or state as a whole: Yxpszaniznuys eoce 3abe3neuuna
nonao 800 nisxcok y idomuux nikapuax 0as xeopux na COVID-19 [Ukrzaliznytsia has already
provided more than 800 beds in departmental hospitals for patients with COVID-19] (National,
02.04.2021); Kuis supiwue nociabumu xapanmunni oomedxcenns 6 mpancnopmi [Kyiv decided to
relax quarantine restrictions in transport] (Obozrevatel, 25.03.2021); Muxonaiswuna nepexo-
oums y «uep8oHy 30Hy» 3 27 bepesna [Mykolayiv Region will enter the "red zone" from March
27] (ukrinform.ua, 25.03.2021); I3paine nouas 3axpusamu COVID-giodinenns aikapens [Israel
has begun closing hospitals’ COVID wards] (Volyn News, 01.04.2021). In such cases, the
nomination has a figurative character, it is built on metonymy, but the imagery is erased since it
is not based on expression but on a model of meaning condensation to compress the text and ease
its perception;

* any object, process, or phenomenon, which sometimes has a transferable character. Most
often, this is the name of the virus, its synonymous nominations, and the names of specific
vaccines, as well as the names of actions and measures related to them: Koponasipyc amaxye
[The coronavirus is attacking] (TV channel 1+1, 01.04.2021); Cnarax COVID-19 saxcuui 3a
ocinuil: eidomuti aikap ozeyuus womupu npuyunu [The outbreak of COVID-19 is more severe
than the autumn outbreak: a well-known doctor announced four reasons]
(ukraina24.segodnya.ua, 25.03.2021); Baxyuna Moderna 6i0 COVID-19 nezabapom npubyoe
Ykpainy [The Moderna vaccine against COVID-19 will soon arrive in Ukraine] (Slovo i Dilo,
17.07.2021); Baxyunanena xamnanis ¢ Kuesi [Vaccination campaign in Kyiv] (TRK Kyiv,
16.07.21);

« of the substantivated part of speech without the clarifications above: B [ndii xéopuii nomep
8i0 ycknaonenv "Ienvma naroc" wmamy — ye nepwuii eunaoox [In India, a patient died of
complications of the "Delta Plus" strain - this is the first case] (Dzerkalo Tyzhnia, 24.06.21);
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3aeubnuii 6i0 "[enoma" 6ye nixapem i He euidcoxcas 3 Yrpainu, — Kyzin [The deceased from
"Delta" was a doctor and did not leave Ukraine, - Kuzin] (RBK-Ukraine, 28.07.2021).

The latter example requires further explanation. We are discussing syntactic constructions
with direct speech. They have a subject in each part of the structure. All types of nominations
mentioned above are characteristic of direct speech. In the "words of the author", the nomen is
almost always represented by the surname of a specific official or the position of the quoted
speaker:

* only the names of positions or professions, organizations that report some news: COVID-
nacnopm He 2apanmye OesnepewkoOHull 8 'i30 8 meosci €epocorozy — MO3 [the COVID-passport
does not guarantee unhindered entry into the European Union - Ministry of Health] (Slovo i
Dilo, 16.07.21); Mu nepebysaemo na nouamky mpemvoi Xeuii KOporasipycy, - enasa €epoxomi-
cii [We are at the beginning of the third wave of the coronavirus, - the head of the European
Commission] (RBK-Ukraine, 26.03.2021).

A characteristic type of nomination for headlines is "nonsubject nomination", when the
subject manifests through syntactic constructions that indirectly identify him- or herself. These
are monosyllabic indefinite-personal sentences, where verbs indicate the action in the third
person plural of the present or future tense or in the plural form of the past tense: V Ipeyii noc-
nabnoroms kapaumun Ha mii 36invuwenns sunaokie COVID-19 [In Greece, quarantine is being
relaxed against the background of an increase in cases of COVID-19] (RBK-Ukraine,
01.04.2021); Yeopyam npononysamumyms mpemrwo 003y eakyunu 6i0 COVID-19 [Hungarians
will be offered the third dose of the vaccine against COVID-19] (ukrinform.ua, 17.07.2021);
Xeopitoms, ane emupaiomv menwie: 8 Inoii oyinunu egpexmuguicmo eaxyun npomu "Heromu'
[They get sick, but die less: in India, the effectiveness of vaccines against "Deltas" was exam-
ined] (Ukrainian Pravda.ua, 16.07.2021). In the last non-conjunctive sentence, each part does not
name the actor. However, suppose in the first part it is quickly established, then in the second, it
is as blurred as possible because patients, doctors, and government members can evaluate the
vaccine’s effectiveness. Cf.: V ceimi 3aghixcysaru nonao 190 minviionie sunaokie koponagipycy
[More than 190 million coronavirus cases have been recorded worldwide] (ukrinform.ua,
17.07.2021).

Traditional grammar states that the subject is not named for various reasons. Everyone
knows who it is; it is not vital from a semantic point of view or deliberately hidden. In the
headlines, these semantic properties of indefinite-personal forms do not "work" to the end: the
reader or listener often cannot clearly determine who is the source of information, because he
does not know the details of the structural organization of the institution authorized to convey
this or that information to the public. Here, the names of the actors’ conflict with the semantic
requirements for the headlines of news texts: to name the participants clearly and accurately, to
identify the source of information, and to convey the course of events. In the examples
mentioned above, the subject is absent. Only his place of residence (in Greece, India) is named,
which makes it possible to present his correlation with the institution or organization that takes
care of COVID-19 and is authorized to make corresponding decisions. At the same time, the
approximation of identification does not hinder the perception of the message content until
concealment ceases to be "safe" and creates specific difficulties in understanding the content. Cf.:
V' Xmenonuyoxiti OIJA 3anepeuyromo cnosa Jluurxa npo nenpayroroui nynkmu eaxyunayii [The
Khmelnytskyi Regional State Administration denies Lyashko’s words about non-working
vaccination points] (ukrinform.ua, 22.07.2021). The uncertainty of a specific official can be a
negative perceptual hook for a reader from Khmelnytskyi because he wants to know who strictly
disagrees with the expressed opinion. Although residents of other cities may not notice this, it is
not indispensable information for them. By the way, in the subsequent text, his name and position
are mentioned, thus removing the semantic lacuna in the message’s headline.

Similar headlines represent an active variant of the subjective expression of the subject: V'
BOO3 npozsimysanu npo cmepmuicmu 6i0 wmamy "omixkpon" [In WHO reported on the mortality

from the "omicron" strain] (Dzerkalo Tyzhnia, 04.12.2021). The indefinite-personal sentence
hides the subject, but the name of the "place" of the event (in WHO) indicates its institutional
affiliation and, in a "hidden form" nominates and, therefore, semanticizes it. The transformation
of the sentence makes it possible to present its other form: BOO3 npossimysana npo cmepm-
nicmo... [WHO reported on the mortality...], which immediately clearly distinguishes the subject
and makes such a predicative center a fairly typical heading, created based on metonymy - a
stylistic technique that emphasizes the statement, but does not interfere with perceiving the
nomination of an actual subject of the action.

Metonymy is a characteristic feature of headlines; it "removes the dryness" of the news
presentation, and to a certain extent it gives colloquialism and points to the subject at a
sufficiently pronounced level of specificity: Biruii dim poskpumuxyeae Kumaii 3a 6iomosy posc-
sidysamu noxooicennss COVID-19 [the White House criticized China for refusing to investigate
the origin of COVID-19] (Ukrainian Pravda.ua, 22.07.2021).

"Nonsubjectivity" can be realized in another way, e.g.: Hocumu macku — pexomenoayii ame-
DUKAHYAM 10 yeHmpy peynioeanis 3axeopioganocmi na koeio [Wear masks - recommendations
for Americans from the center for regulating the incidence of COVID] (ICTV, 28.09.2021), when
the "real", semantic subject is the compound that occupies the semantic and syntactic position of
the object in the sentence, which after the transformation of the surface structure of the sentence
easily turns into a subject: LJenmp pecyntoganus 3ax80p06aHOCMI HA KOBIO HAOA8 AMEPUKAHYAM
pexomenoayii nocumu macku [Center for the regulation of the incidence of COVID advised
Americans to wear masks]. The subject returns "to its place" due to semantic and grammatical
modification: the object, which is a semantic subject at the deep level, turns into a real, logical
(semantic, clearly expressed in the surface structure of the sentence), which is expressed at the
syntactic level subject, and then the linguistic consciousness of the reader/listener adequately
perceives its content, despite the ability to perceive its metonymic nature.

As we can see from the examples above, the subject can appear in the headlines both
explicitly and implicitly. In the first case, these are different types of nomination of the subject in
different semantic and syntactic positions; in the second - indefinite-personal sentences where the
performer of the action is absent but is implicitly manifested at the semantic level. Of course, it
needs to be clearly defined, but for the most part, this does not interfere with the perception of the
message.

Examining the nominations considering the accuracy of information transmission, the ratio
of clarity to the blurring of the nomination shows that, on the one hand, the subject presented in
the news is nominated adequately (just as a subject). On the other hand, it can be associated with
the place of the event or with the organization where the event takes place or where the actors
are, maybe a hint or a misunderstanding. It cannot be called a lacuna in the sentence since,
semantically, it is present in the title, but formally it is not, which creates a certain contradiction
between form and content. Metonymic relations in the linguistic representation of meaning
mediate its "presence". The formula for the "disappearance” of the subject from the space of the
news headline can be presented as follows:

Subject nomination in the nominative case — nomination of an institution or locus in
the nominative case — indefinite-personal form + nomination of a locus or institution in the
indirect case

The following sequence can serve as an example:

N (im's i npizeuwe) nonepeous — Kuig nonepeouse — YV Kuesi nonepedunu...
[N (name and surname) warned — Kyiv warned — in Kyiv warned...]

Such a transition indicates the depersonalization of the nomination and the removal of
responsibility for the event. However, at the same time, it eliminates its excessive detail and does
not interfere with the adequate perception of information.
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Locus

The components that convey the locus of the event in the conceptual field of the title mainly
belong to its periphery (Marynenko & Shumarova, 2021, p. 32) but are clearly defined and often
geographically relevant. Delineation of the place of the event is possible by naming a
geographical or "administrative" location and fixing it mainly at the beginning or end of the
sentence. E.g.: B Vkpaini menwe, Hixe mucayy eunaokie KopoHasipycy 3a@ikcysanu 3a MuHymy
006y [In Ukraine, less than a thousand cases of coronavirus were recorded per last day] (TC
Pryamy, 24.06.2021); V CILLA maiisce eci cmepmi 6i0 COVID ghikcyroms cepeo He 8akyuHosa-
nux xeopux [In the USA, almost all deaths from COVID are recorded among unvaccinated

VYkpaini [In the National Security and Defence Council said when the Omicron strain might
appear in Ukraine] (Dzerkalo Tyzhnia, 13.12.2021); Hogy mymayito KopoHasipycy 6UseieHo y
Benuxiti bpumanii  [A new mutation of the coronavirus was discovered in Great Britain]
(censor net, 24.07.2021). Sometimes the place of nomination of the locus in the context is of
fundamental importance: Ilanoemiro koponagipycy 6 Ykpaini noku wo He nodoaanu — enioemio-
noe [The coronavirus pandemic in Ukraine has not yet been overcome - an epidemiologist]
(my.ua/ 25.06.2021). If the locus is made a determinant, it turns out that in other countries, the
disease has already been overcome, i.c., changing of the order of sentence members causes a
semantic shift.

Sometimes the position of the place is occupied by the subject of the event, but according to
its "deep meaning" it is the name of the place (territory) where the action takes place, e.g.: Hime-
Yyuna GIOKpUIA KOPOOHU OISl 8aKyuHosanux mypucmis 3 Yxpainu [Germany opened borders for
vaccinated tourists from Ukraine] (Ukrainian Pravda.ua, 25.06.2021); €zunem 0ozeonus 8'i30
mypucmam 6e3 IIJIP-mecmis: naszeano ymosy [Egypt allowed tourists to enter without PCR tests:
the condition was named] (Obozrevatel, 24.06.2021); Imania 6sooumv COVID-nepenycmxu i
npoodosacye pexcum HC [Italy introduces COVID-passes and continues the state of emergency)
(RBK-Ukraine, 07/22/2021). In such cases, the predicative base is built on the principle of
metonymy (/n Germany, Egypt, and so on).

Another type of nomination of the event’s place represents the names of administrative, state,
political, and other bodies of various types where the event takes place: ¥ MO3 posnoginu, sk
saxuwamu cebe 8i0 Hosux wmamie COVID-19 [In the Ministry of Health said how to protect
oneself from new strains of COVID-19] (Word and Deed, 25.06.2021); ¥ PHBO na3zsanu kpainu
38i0KU Modrce npubymu 0o Hac sipyc Henvma [In the NSDC named the countries from which the
Delta virus can come to us] (TC Ukraine 24, 24.06.2021). As we can see, the event’s place from
a lexical-grammatical and semantic stance can be determined in two ways: through the name of
the country, region, settlement, or state institution in the nominative case or by a word form that
acts as a circumstance of the place in the sentence (In Kyiv, in the Ministry of Health, in
Argentina).

The variable possibilities of transferring one form into another (the name of the subject into
the name of the locus or vice versa) in the subsequent text depend on the statement’s content.
Sometimes this possibility exists, sometimes not. The first option can be represented by an
example: V Ipeyii npayisnuxie mypusmy 0Oe3 wenienus OyOymo pezyispHO MeCcmy8amu Hd
COVID [There will be tourism workers without vaccination in Greece who regularly tests for
COVID] (RBK-Ukraine, 22.07.21). Cf.: Ipeyis npayienukie mypusmy 6e3 wenienus Oyoe pezy-
ssipno mecmysamu Ha COVID [Greece will regularly test tourism workers for COVID] (RBK-
Ukraine, 22.07.2021). The second option is presented in the following examples: Ha Isano-
DpanKigwuri cyoumumymos HiHKy 3a nowupenns getikie npo xogio [In Ivano-Frankivsk region,
a woman will be prosecuted for spreading fakes about COVID] (Livyi Bereh, 26.03.2021); V'
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Muxonaesi micyvb 0as xeopux na COVID-19 ne sucmauae nasimo y xopudopax [In Mykolaiv,
there are not enough places for patients with COVID-19 even in the corridors] (Obozrevatel,
26.03.2021); Ha Onimniaodi 6 Tokio susisunu we 17 eunaokie Covid [At the Olympics in Tokyo, 17
more cases of COVID were detected] (Ukrainian Pravda, 24.07.2021).

Time

In this study, the category of time is considered as an expression of real, not grammatical,
time, with its representation through past, present, or future verb forms. In news texts, it is
mandatory to report on events unfolding in objective reality with the reference point "here and
now". Nevertheless, since such a point for the author and the reader is constantly changing, dates,
an indication of the time duration of this or that event take over the function of time expression,
and the coordination of verb forms conveys only the correlation of actions, "timeless" in non-
verb nominations.

Explication of the time component in the headlines of the message is less crucial for the
news text since it a priori reflects urgent events that occur almost synchronously with the process
of their transmission in the media (or with a slight gap)?. At the same time, this does not mean
there are no time markers in the news. In texts on COVID, time is emphasized if it is vital from
the semantic side or if there is a certain distance from the event: it has already happened or will
happen in a certain period, e.g.: Lumu suxionumu ¢ Cymax 3anpayio€ yeHmp 6axyuxayii 6io
COVID-19. Axoro sakyunoro 6yoyme npuwenniosamu? [This weekend, a vaccination center
against COVID-19 will open in Sumy. Which vaccine will they inoculate?] (Ukrainian News,
24.06.2021); Ionvwa 3anposadums y epyoui Covid-saxyunayiio dimeti 3 5 poxis [In December,
Poland will introduce COVID vaccination for children over the age of 5] (Ukrainian Pravda,
03.12.2021); PHEO 36epemvbcsa 23 uepsns, wob ob2ogopumu 3aepo3y "0envma-wmamy" xopoua-
sipycy, — "cnyea napooy" Paoyyvxuti [The NSDC will meet on June 23 to discuss the threat of
the "delta strain" of the coronavirus, - "servant of the people" Radutsky] (censor net,
22.06.2021).

All the analyzed content shows that the explanation of time in the headings is presented in
the form of dates, nominations of time periods, an outline of the perspective-forming axis, and a
characterization of "approximation of time".

* Dates are an actively used means of localizing the event’s time, but for the above reasons,
they are not always included in the headings, although they are usually mentioned in the text. In
the title, they emphasize the relevance of the information and direct the reader to read or ignore
the information if it does not meet the "here and now" criterion. E.g.: Kapma saxyunayii: cumy-
ayis 6 ooracmsax Yxpainu na 25 uepsus [Vaccination map: the situation in Ukraine’s regions as
of June 25] (Slovo i Dilo, 25.06.2021). This information will definitely be read on the same day,
maybe after 2-3 days, but it will no longer interest the reader in a week.

 The names of the chronological features orient the reader in the course of events, making it
possible to orient the audience about the time of the appearance of the news and the relevance of
this event for him while reading text for the first time: Macosa éaxyunayis y Kuesi yboeo muoic-
Hs 8I0bYysamumMemvcs y yemeep i n’amuuyio, a He y euxioui [Mass vaccination in Kyiv this week
will take place on Thursday and Friday, not on the weekend] (UNIAN, 14.06.2021), i.e., we are
talking about the specific Thursday and Friday that will follow the date of publication - June 14;
B Vkpaiui 3a 000y pexopona xinexicme 3axeopinux na COVID-19: maiioce 20 mucsy [In
Ukraine, a record number of patients with COVID-19 per day: almost 20 thousand] (UNN,
01.04.2021). In this case, the daily interval is determined by referring to the real-time occurrence
of the event - April 1; 3a 006y 6 Ykpaini sussuau 6inbue 1000 nosux xeopux na COVID, "nioep”

» The perspective-forming time axis arises due to either the nomination of time slices that
demonstrate probable future actions about which speaks the subject of the message or the
statement of what has already happened. When perceiving the content of the headline, the time
perspective is created using the interaction of objective, factual and relative, textual time. Cf.: [lo
cepnus Vkpaina pooumume 220 mucsy wenienv 6i0 KopoHasipycy Ha 006y, — Jlawxo [By
August, Ukraine will do 220 thousand vaccinations against coronavirus per day, — Lyashko]
(Slovo 1 Dilo, 15.06.2021) and 3a 006y v ceimi sagikcysamu nedsv Oinbwe 300 mucsy HOBUX
COVID-ingixysans [Just over 300,000 new COVID-19 infections were recorded in the world
during the day] (Ukrainian Pravda, 15.06.2021). Future and past tense forms are actively used to
present relevant events. Perception of the time component in the headlines of news texts is
closely related to natural, objective time and becomes adequate precisely because they agree in
the recipient’s mind.

» The approximation of the time marker can indicate, firstly, the indefinite duration of the
action or process to which the news is dedicated, e.g.: Bidcbozooni npuiimaroms 3asexu Ha "Bo-
suny mucauy": wo nompiono 3pooumu [Starting today, applications are accepted for "Vova's
Thousand": what needs to be done] (gazeta.ua, 13.12.2021); Bumaecaemo Heeaiino 3akpumu Kop-
OOH [ NPURUHUMU NACAXCUPCLKE CNONYYeHHs 3 P®, noku mam ne nopmanizyemocs cumyayis 3
COVID-19, — 3asea "€C" [We demand to immediately close the border and stop passenger
traffic with the Russian Federation until the situation with COVID-19 normalizes there, - EU
statement] (censor net, 23.06.2021); secondly, on an unspecified date for the start of a particular
event, such as: MO3 npoenosye 3anyck 6ycmeprozo wenienns Ha cepeduny ciuna 2022 poky, —
"cnyea napooy" Paoyywvxuil [the Ministry of Health predicts the launch of booster vaccination in
mid-January 2022, - "servant of the people” Radutskyi] (censor net, 12.12.2021); Bocenu na
Vkpainy snosy uexae "uepeona 3ona': eonosnuil cannikap nazeas npuuuny [In the fall, the "red
zone" looms over Ukraine again: the chief health doctor named the reason] (Dzerkalo Tyzhnia,
23.07.2021); thirdly, on the regularity of action, e.g.: IIJlodoéu na Byxosuni uepes koponagipyc
ywnumanioroms 00 15 dimeii [Every day in Bukovyna, up to 15 children are hospitalized due to
the coronavirus] (UNIAN, 25.03.2021). In the role of determinants with the meaning of time
approximation, adverbs are most often used (every day, from today, when, while, for now, in the
fall, currently, already, later, earlier), much less often - adverbial compounds and phrases of the
corresponding semantics (with time, soon, by mid-January), cf.: 3 uacom yenmpu saxyunayii
ompumaroms Hogy eakyuny, are cbocooui mam CoronaVac — Jlswko [Over time, vaccination
centers will receive a new vaccine, but today there is CoronaVac — Lyashko] (Dzerkalo Tyzhnia,
23.06.2021); Hanonusicuum 4acom 0epickoMicis pozenane susedents 0es'smu pezionie iz "uep-
sonoi" sonu, — MO3 [In the near future, the state commission will consider the withdrawal of
nine regions from the "red" zone, - Ministry of Health] (censor net, 06.12.2021). Chronological
uncertainty can be conveyed due to the absence of time determiners in the sentence, only with the
help of a predicate in the form of future tense, which implicitly indicates the blurring of specific
dates or periods, e.g.: Ilodopooicysarvhuku 3 kpain, Oe eupye “/lenbma”, 06ydyme 30asamu
mecmu Ha kopooui — MO3 [Travelers from countries where "Delta" is raging will take tests at
the border - Ministry of Health] (Ukrainian Pravda, 23.06.2021); B Isano-@pankieceky 6yoyms
nocirabnosamu kapaumun [Quarantine will be relaxed in Ivano-Frankivsk] (Ukrainian News,
25.03.2021).
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Conclusions

Analysis of the three components of news headlines from the point of view of reproduction
of accuracy, i.e., the adequate transmission of the course of the event, makes it possible to accept
the following:

1. The title presents the subject in different versions - explicitly and implicitly. In the first
case, it represents nominative compounds outlining various forms of presenting social and
demographic identification for the individual. In the explicit subject’s representation, the actual
nomination can be combined with the nomination of his social status, or these components can
appear separately. However, in this case, the social parameter is more informative. The use of an
individual nomination is typical for cases about personalities that are definitely known to the
Ukrainian reader. The implicit form implies the absence of a subject expressed by the nominative
case, which does not interfere with perceiving the reported facts. The "Nonsubjectivity" of the
message is supported by grammatical constructions - indefinite-personal forms of the predicate
and compounds in the indirect cases. These syntactic compounds, indicating the semantic subject
in a hidden form, demonstrate linguistic possibilities of revealing or hiding elements of meaning.

2. A subject at the surface syntactic level can "reincarnate" into a locus (actually a locus or
an institution, which at the surface syntactic level is reproduced as a place from which
information originates) and vice versa. It interacts with the locus and can also have a metonymic
character.

3. Possible variants of the subject design through the metonymic use of names of a
toponymic or institutional nature, its transpositional shift into grammatical constructions formed
by indirect cases, testify to the significant variable possibilities of Ukrainian syntax, and the
hiding of the subject in indefinite-personal constructions - also to the extra-linguistic additional
potential for avoiding responsibility or hiding details. The latter blurs the functionality of
accuracy but fails to prevent the adequate perception of the content.

4. The locus is a crucial component of the title, and its place in the sentence can adjust the
content of the statement, placing semantic accents according to the laws of rheo-thematic
sentence structure.

5. Time is one of the significant components of a news message, although it is only
sometimes fixed in the headlines. It clarifies the statement and creates a prospectus or
retrospection of the text, which reflects the history of the events’ development or the planned
perspectives of their development. Suppose the subject and the locus interact as semantic
components, enabling semantic transformations and facilitating the text’s perception. In that case,
time seems to stand apart and represents the precision of the parameterization of the event. Time,
unlike the subject, is almost always explicit.

6. The accuracy category manifests itself in the direct nomination of the subject or locus, in
the temporal characteristics of events - dates and nominations of specific shades of time. All
three categories simultaneously form this text category and are subject to its requirements.

7. The lexical-grammatical forms of presentation of the specified logical components are
primarily represented by surnames, positions of civil servants authorized to provide official
information, names of state and international institutions, regions and countries (for the subject);
nominations of authorities and institutions where the event takes place (for the locus); adverbs
and adverbial compounds with a temporal meaning, predicates of the past or future time
depending on whether the described event has already been completed or is only expected (for
time).

8. The accuracy category in the headlines of news messages is clearly implemented in two-
syllabic sentences where the subject of the action is indicated. Headlines - monosyllabic
sentences - are characterized by the "blurring" of the definition of the specific action performer
and nonsubjectivity, which helps to hide part of the communicated information.
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
